Raincover

Front wheel x 2

Rear wheel x 2
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Bumper bar x 2




Assembly
Step 1Wheel assembly
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Insert the stem of the front wheelinto the hole on the front of the frame untilit clicks in place.Fig 1.

Insert the stem of the rear wheelinto the hole on the ends of the axle/brake unit unfilit clicks inplace.

Fig 2.

NOTE. Before use, pull gently on the wheels to ensure they are safely lockedin place.
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Press the button and pull the wheel away from the frome to remove the front wheels.Fig 3.

Pull the clip and pull the wheel away from the frome toremove the rear wheels.Fig 4.



Step 2 Front bumper assembly

Align the ends of the bumper bar with the brackets on the frome and push inwards unfil it clicks
inplace.

Toremove the bumper bar, press the buttons on each side of the bar and pull away from the
frame.Fig 5.



Usage
Unfolding

Lift the handle upwards in one fluid movement unfil the frame locks in place. Figs 6 - 9.

WARNING Ensure that all the locking devices are engaged before use.



Folding

Retract the hood. Fig 10.
Press in the smallbutton (1) and then squeeze trigger (2).Fig 1l.
When the frame starts to fold, release the buttons and the frame will automatically close. Figs 12 & 13.

WARNING To avoid injury ensure the child is kept away when unfolding and folding this product.



To adjust the seat

To adjust the legrest
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Torecline the seats, pull down on the clip on the back of the seat units until desired positionis achieved.
Toraise the seats, pull the end of the strop upwards and push forward on the back of the seat units.
Figs 14 &15.

Pressin the buttons on both sides of the legrest and select desired position. Fig 16.



To secure and adjust the harness
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Insert waist strap (1) into shoulder strap (2) and theninsert the combined sectioninto crotch strap
buckle (3).Fig17.

Press the centralrelease button on the crotch strop to undo the harness. Adjust each of the sliders on
the harness straps so it fits the child correctly. Fig 18.

The shoulder strops canbe adjusted to 3 different positions. Locate the buckle ends on the back of the
seat unit and push them through the slotsin the seat. Select new position andre-thread the straps
through the seat.Fig 19.

WARNING Always use the restraint system.

WARNING For babies aged O - 6 months
the harness must be fed through the holes
to prevent risk of strangulation.




To operate the brakes
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Push forward on the brake pedal to release the brakes and push downwards on the brake pedal to
engage the brakes.Figs 20 & 21.
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WARNING Apply all the brakes whenever you park the stroller.

To attach the raincover

Thread the back of the rain cover between the handle and the hoods. Secure in place using the
Velcro points on the sides and the wrap the front Velcro straps around the bottom of the front legs.



Careinstructions

General care:

The correct use and maintenance of this stroller is essential.

Do not use excessive force when folding the stroller. If you are having problems, fully open
the stroller andrepeat the folding procedure.

Always let wheels down as gently as possible when mounting and dismounting kerbs.
Always fold the stroller when going up or down stairs. Never bump the stroller over these or
similar obstacles.

In some climates mould and mildew can affect the fabric andrain cover. To avoid this, do not
fold the stroller whenitis wet.Leave it openin a ventilated area untilcompletely dry.

Always store the strollerin a dry place.

When storing the stroller in the car, never place other items on top of it.

Do not exceed the maximum load of 5kgin the shopping basket. (Where provided).

Cleaning:

Fabric covers and trims may be spot washedusing mild detergent and warm water.Leave
to dryin a ventilated area away from direct sunlight.

Avoidleaving the stroller in direct sunlight for prolonged periods of time as this may couse
fabrics fo fade.

Do not dry clean, machine wash or tumble dry.

Metal parts may be cleaned with a domp cloth and wipe dry.

Clean plastic parts with a mild soop and water solution and wipe dry.

Maintenance:

Maintain the stroller by lubricating allmetal moving parts with a silicone based lubricant. Do
not use heavy machine oil or grease as this can attract dirt or grit.

Check that nothingis loose or broken and that no sharp edges have been exposed.
Inspect alljoints and the harness, replace any domaged parts immediately.

Inspect any nuts and bolts regularly to ensure none have worked loose. Tighten as
necessary.

Only use replacement parts and accessories that have been approved by the
manufacturer. Failure to do this may invalidate your warranty.
